PERIUDHA E RAPORTIMIT (Qershor 2011- Qershor 2012)

CMD-s  concerning health care system are as follows:

- CMD No.544, dated 27.07.2011 “For the aprobad Of. the Drug Lisa reimbursed by Health Insurance Institute and the extent of their coverage”. (Official Gazette No.115, dated 17 August 2011). The list is perceived based on ATC system international classification (anatomic, therapeutic and chemical) and it contains 420 drugs out of 409 drugs contained in 2010 list.

The 2011 reimbursement drug list provides for the same extent of coverage as in the previous year drug list, so the coverage extent of reimbursed drugs price ranges from 50% to 100%.


Social categories such as pensioners, totally disabled, children 0-12 months, patients with CA (cancer), tuberculosis (TB), Orphan and blind categories get free of charge the first option of each drug included in this list.

Social categories such as veterans and war invalids receive free of charge at a rate of 100% all the drugs listed in the reimbursable drugs list and those registered in the Republic of Albania.
- CMD No.592, dated 18.08.2011, "On some additions and changes to Council of Ministers Decision No.383, dated 19.06.2004 ‘On the approval of procedures, fees and the coverage extent of the unique and tertiary examinations services included in health insurance’”.  (Official Gazette No.130, dated 14 September 2011.

According to this decision, nuclear medicine service examinations are included in the list of medical services with co-payment. 

This CMD exempts from co-payment such categories as children 0-12 months old; full invalids, war invalids, veterans, patients with TB and CA. As for other categories of insured people, a 10% co-payment fee for nuclear medicine services is applied in  accordance with law no. 7870, dated 13.10.1994, "On health insurance in the Republic of Albania", as amended.


- CMD No. 15, dated 11.01.2012, "For an amendment to the Council of Ministers Decision no.140, dated 17.02.2010 ‘On the financing of hospital health services from mandatory health insurance scheme’", as amended. (Official Gazette No.114, dated 17 August 2011. The purpose of this CMD is to increase the budget allocated for hospital services in 2012, which was increased at a rate of 2, 5 % compared with 2011 budget.

· HII Director General Order No. 27, dated 16.03.2012 "On setting up a working group to draft the services packages of compulsory health insurance"
· HII Director General Order No. 93, dated 19.12.2011 "On the setting up of a working group to compile the draft decisions of the Council of Ministers in pursuant to Law no. 10383, dated 24.02.2011 "On mandatory health care insurance in Albania."

· Draft decision to classify those categories of insured individuals that are exempted from health services direct payments 
· Draft decision for the approval of Compulsory Health Insurance Fund statute in the Republic of Albania.

· Draft decision on the rules for the registration and identification of persons insured by compulsory health insurance and on the ways to present information received from institutions responsible for providing information.
· Draft decision for the definition of public and private institutions that provide data to compulsory health insurance fund 

These by-laws has to be submitted to the Council of Ministers for approval within March 2013, as the law no.10383, dated 24/02/2011"On compulsory health insurance" will be enforced  on 25.03.2013.

The World Bank and HII held negotiations during which HII requested a short-term foreign consultancy to help in the process of drafting some of the most important by-laws. The terms of reference were developed and a contract with the foreign specialist was made.


The Health Insurance Institute (as Albanian Government party) held on 27 June-1 July the second round of negotiations with the Kingdom of Belgium. During these negotiations, the delegations representing both governments were able to complete the social security agreement between the Government of Albania and the Kingdom of Belgium. Representative delegations agreed to continue negotiations regarding administrative agreement as soon as possible. Dates of these meetings will be arranged through diplomatic channels.

On March 27 to 29, negotiations were held in Tirana between the Albanian delegation and the Macedonian delegation, where the draft agreement between the Republic of Albania and the Republic of Macedonia in the field of social security was reviewed. In this round of negotiations, the parties agreed on almost more than half of the previsions of the General Agreement on social security. The next meeting will be held in Skopje. The date of the meeting shall be fixed through diplomatic channels.

The Health Insurance Institute (as Albanian Government party) on 16-20 April 2012 held in Tirana the fourth round of negotiations with the Hungarian Government. In these negotiations, the delegations representing both governments finalized the social security agreement and the administrative agreement between the Government of Albania and the Government Hungary.

· Report on national health card


· In the framework of its preparations to use the ID card as a health card, HII is working to complete the process of identifying the insured people through the national personal identification number (ID card).

HII is currently working to transfer to the National Identification Number all the identification data of insured persons and data about the patients under the family doctor care, which are exclusively used by HII. In this way, the conditions for using the ID card as a Health Insurance Card are created.
HII is carrying out investments to update its infrastructure supported by the World Bank. So, it is installing new hardware in its headquarters, regional offices and health centers in different cities.
